If your child/ren is showing symptoms of COVID-19, please keep them safe at home and the guidance 
is to be tested. Please let us know. 

If your child is well and none of the above - it's school as we know it; on site at BMIS. 

To support our school community, the BMIS Board of Trustees is working with WDHB & ADHB to 
provide a Vaccination Pop Up Event for parents/caregivers to bring your child/ren along to be 
vaccinated at BMIS, on Thursday, 10 March from 3:30pm - 5:30pm. Please see the flyer attached.
